Preschool Policies

Policy for Sick Children

Upon the recommendation of the Committee on Control of Infectious Diseases of the American Academy of Pediatrics, a child should not be taken from the home when any of the following conditions exist, nor will they be accepted into the Preschool Ministry facilities.  Our policy regarding the non-acceptance of sick children for all church functions is as follows:
1. Fever
2. Vomiting or diarrhea (even associated with teething, and or medication)
3. Any symptoms associated with childhood diseases, such as Scarlet Fever, German measles, mumps, chicken pox, cough, strep throat, flu, thrush, etc. or any infectious or contagious disease.
4. Common Cold – from onset through one week
5. Sore throat
6. Croup
7. Fifth disease
8. Any unexplained rash
9. Pinkeye or other eye infections (ALL eye infections are contagious.  The child must be on medication for 24 hours before entering a preschool classroom.)
10. Cloudy or green runny noses, persistent cough
11. Any communicable disease

We require that a child be fever free for a period of 24 hours before entering a classroom.  When in doubt, please apply the “Golden Rule”. Please help us keep ALL our children healthy.

Allergy Alerts

Many of our children here at Bethel have allergies to foods, dyes, insect bites and many other things. It is essential that all workers who come in contact with your child know this. Please list all that apply so that we can ensure your child’s well-being while in our care. When a parent signs their child in at the appropriate classroom, they should indicate on the sign-in sheet and verbally inform the child’s teacher if their child has an allergy and what the allergy is to. They should also indicate if their child has any special equipment in their bag that would be needed to treat a reaction to their allergy. An allergy alert sticker should be placed on their back and on their bag. As a general rule, we do not offer snacks that have peanuts or peanut butter in them. It is the responsibility of the parent to make the classroom teacher aware of any allergy issues.



Preschool Security Policy

1. Parents should sign their child in on the sign-in sheet at their classroom.  
2. The number on the security tag is written on the sign-in sheet along with the child’s name and parents location.
3. The parent will not be allowed to pick up their child without returning the security tag.
4. The number on the security tag will be matched with the number on the sign-in sheet beside your child’s name before your child will be released.
5. The child will then be marked off the sign-in sheet and the tag placed back on the hook inside the classroom by the teacher..
6. Parents/guardians must present the security tag in order to receive their child.  This applies to everyone.  If the parent has lost the security tag, they must go to the Department Director or the Hourly Coordinator in order to receive their child.  The teacher is not authorized to give the child  to a  parent without a security tag.
7. Even with the parents permission, a teen may not pick-up a child.  A teen is anyone under the age of 18.


Custody Alerts 

Today many of our families have children with various custody situations. If you currently have legal documents, stating court ordered parental custody, please list that under alerts on the sign-in sheets and provide the Ministry Coordinator or the Director of Children’s Ministry with a copy of that document. It is the responsibility of the custodial parent or guardian to inform the Director of Children’s Ministry, the Department Coordinator and the teacher of any custody alerts associated with their child. Once these alerts have been noted, the parent or guardian should indicate who has permission to pick up the child. If anyone other than the custodial parent or guardian comes to pick up the child, they will be asked to produce a picture I.D. The teacher will then check to make sure they are on the authorized list to pick that child up. If they are not authorized to pick the child up, that child will not be released until the custodial parent or guardian can be reached.


Discipline Policy

If a child’s behavior warrants discipline, the following actions will be applied:

1. The teacher will attempt to correct the behavior in the classroom with a warning.
1. If the teacher has to reprimand the child a second time in a single classroom session, the child will be sent to the Coordinator for discussion about their behavior and then returned to the classroom.
1. If the child has to be reprimanded a third time in a single classroom session, the child will be removed from the classroom and the parent will be called and asked to come and to talk with their child about their behavior.

Our desire is to handle any issues that arise, so if a parent must be contacted, it means that the child is not responding to correction from teachers and coordinators.
